MEASURES: SO HOW ARE YOU DOING?

“Am I Giving or Taking?”

II Corinthians 8:1-5, 9; 9:6-8; I Timothy 6:17-19

The mission of Shades: “Sending transformed people to influence their world for Christ.”
50 days of standing in the gap:

1. Intercede for our nation and the presidential election

2. Internalize the six measures

3. Intentionally pray and fast
The first measure is: “Have I met with God today?”
The second measure is: “Am I giving or taking?”
It is not the duration of life but our donation to life that counts.

How to be a “giver”:

I. The foundation for giving is God’s grace (II Corinthians 8:9)

Giving is not a way of showing God how much we can do for Him, but a way of illustrating how much God has done for us.

II.   Give yourself first to God then overflow with generosity     (II Corinthians 8:1-5)

Grace of God leads to an abundance of joy that results in an overflow of generosity.  
III. Sow generously…reap generously (II Cor. 9:6, 10)
"One gives freely, yet grows all the richer; another withholds what he should give, and only suffers want."  - Proverbs 11:24
IV.  Give with an attitude of joy and cheerfulness (II Cor. 8:2; 9:7)

The issue is not how much you have or do not have, but your attitude about what you do not have and your generosity with what you do have.
V. Be a channel that God uses to bless others (I Tim 6:17-18)
