I. King Asa – Be a godly role model for your children 

(II Chronicles 20:32)
II Chronicles 20:32, “He walked in the way of Asa his father. He did not turn aside from it, doing what was right in the sight of the Lord.”

“He continued the kind of life characteristic of his father Asa — no detours, no dead ends — pleasing God with his life.”  THE MESSAGE
1. Honor God with your life

II Chronicles 14:2, “And Asa did what was good and right in the eyes of the LORD his God.”
Proverbs 20:7, “The godly walk with integrity; blessed are their children who follow them.”(NLT)
2. Invest time with your children
3. Express love to your wife
II.   Father of the Prodigal Son -  Prepare for your prodigal’s return (Luke 15:20)
Luke 15:20, “And he arose and came to his father. But while he was still a long way off, his father saw him and felt compassion, and ran and embraced him and kissed him.”
1. Work it out in your heart
2. Watch expectantly
3. Forgive and reconcile completely
