“Fear and Faith”
II Chronicles 20
I. Do not allow fear to rob your faith and separate you from the truth of God’s promises.
A. Shift your focus away from the object of fear and turn it towards the Lord (vs.3-12)
1.  Relinquish control to the Lord (vs. 6) 
2. Recall God’s covenant relationship (vs. 7-9)

Hebrews 9:15, “That is why Jesus is the one who mediates a new covenant between God and people, so that all who are called can receive the eternal inheritance God has promised them. For Christ died to set them free from the penalty of the sins they had committed under that first covenant.” (NLT)
3. Recognize God’s sovereignty (vs. 10-11)

4. Reaffirm dependence on God (vs. 12)
“And Asa cried to the Lord his God, “O Lord, there is none like you to help, between the mighty and the weak. Help us, O Lord our God, for we rely on you, and in your name we have come against this multitude. O Lord, you are our God; let not man prevail against you.”
B. Stand before the Lord and listen for His answer (vs. 13-19)
1. Inspiration (vs. 15) 
2. Information (vs. 16)

3.   Instruction (vs. 17) 
4. Insistence on the Lord’s presence (vs. 15-17)
5. Instantaneous praise and worship (vs. 18-19) 
C. Step out in faith according to God’s revelation (vs. 20-21)

D. Saturate the situation with worship and watch God work (vs. 22-28)

II.   As you praise and worship God, He will begin to work on the situation and work in your heart.

III. Take bold steps of faith and God will do something so big the world will sit up and notice.  (vs. 29)
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
