“Influence”

II Corinthians 10:13-18; I Corinthians 10:31-33
(Use the TV for the opening and it can stand where it was last week because I will only use it for the opening) 

Shades Mission statement: “Sending transformed people to influence their world for Christ”

Sending - Purposeful parting with a resource that you possess
Transformation – the outward reality of an inward work

Influence – an effect of one person on another; to move a person to some action.
(I will walk away from the tv and will not use it again this Sunday). The rest will be on the Imag.
2 Corinthians 10:13, “But we will not boast beyond limits, but will boast only with regard to the area of influence God assigned to us, to reach even to you.”

"influence" - a rod for measuring; a measured area; a sphere of activity;"

2 Corinthians 10:15 - “We do not boast beyond limit in the labors of others. But our hope is that as your faith increases, our area of influence among you may be greatly enlarged,"
"We hope your faith will grow so that the boundaries of our work among you will be extended." (NLT)

Influencing your world for Christ:

I. Measure your influence (I Corinthians 10:31-33)

Read I Corinthians 10:31 (screen)

Read I Corinthians 10:32-33 (screen)

Bottom line it is not about me but Him and everything I do is to point people to Jesus and to His glory.
II.   Maximize your influence (I Corinthians 10:32)

To maximize your influence, you need to live like Jesus and obey His word.
III. Mark off your sphere of influence (II Corinthians 10:13)

Influence is your sphere appointed by God.

IV. Multiply your influence (II Corinthians 10:15b)

Pour into the lives of others and help them on their spiritual journey.
V. Always be open to moving your sphere of influence (II Cor. 10:16)
