Luke 16:19-31; Revelation 20:11-15
Summary “What Happens When I Die?”

1. Everyone will live forever

2. Destination will either be in the presence of God in heaven or in torment in Hell.

3. Your arrival is immediate

4. Your destination is your choice

I. Hell is a Reality

A. The Bible affirms it

“sheol” - grave
“Hades” – (just put “Hades” and wait for my explanation before showing the definition)
Hades is the place of torment where the ungodly go for only the period between death and the future resurrection. 
“Hell” - gehenna
Hell is a place of eternal conscious punishment for the wicked.
Revelation 20:11-15 – (put entire section on the screen)

Mark 9:43, “And if your hand causes you to sin, cut it off. It is better for you to enter life crippled than with two hands to go to hell, to the unquenchable fire.”
B. It is Consistent with God’s Nature
1.     Holy – “separation; separation from sin; moral perfection”

1. Love

Romans 5:8, “But God shows His love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.”  

Romans 10:9, “If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.”
Hell is an alternate destination for people who don't want to go to heaven.

D.  Memory 

E. Permanent hopelessness…no mercy (vs. 25-26)
F. Cannot be comforted

G. Unfulfilled concerns (vs. 28-29)

H. Absence from the presence of God and all that is good

II Thessalonians 1:9, “They will be punished with everlasting destruction and shut out from the presence of the Lord and from the majesty of his power.”

Mark 8:36-37, “What good is it for a man to gain the whole world, yet forfeit his soul? Or what can a man give in exchange for his soul?”
