Psalm 73
I. Doubts Spring Up from Life’s Observation (vs. 1-15)
Sees Godless people as:
1. Free of problems (vs.4-5)


2. Filled with pride (vs. 6-9)


3. Falsely praised (vs. 10-11)

(vs. 12-14) Conclusion Summarized: “It does not pay to serve God”

II. Faith is Restored by God’s Revelation (vs. 16-28)


A. Restoration of Faith happens when we meet God (vs. 16-26)

        God showed the Psalmist four pictures:

1. Slippery Slope - His neighbor's internal dilemma (vs 18)
2. Surging Flood -  His neighbor's eternal destiny (vs 19-20)

3. Strong Hand - The Psalmist's internal deliverer (vs. 21-23)
4. Satisfying Banquet - The Psalmist's eternal destiny (vs. 24-26)

B. Restoration of Faith leads to understanding (vs. 27-28)



1. Those far away from God will perish (vs. 27)



2. Those near to God have a refuge (vs. 28)

C. Restoration of faith moves us to tell others of God’s greatness (vs. 28b)
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
