Matthew 8:23-27
I. General principles of life-storms
A. Storms will come…there are no guarantees of a smooth life (vs. 23-24)

B. Storms will come unexpectedly (vs. 24)

C. Storms cause us to ask God, “Do You care?” (vs. 25; Mark 4:38)

Mark 4:38, “But he was in the stern, asleep on the cushion. And they woke him and said to him, ‘Teacher, do you not care that we are perishing?’
D. Storms can be calmed by Jesus (vs. 26b)

E. Storms can make us more aware of our “little faith” (vs. 26)

II. Little faith grows as we trust Jesus in His:

A. Provisions – (Matthew 6:30)

B. Person – (Matthew 14:31)

C. Power (vs. 26-27)

Psalm 89:9, “You are the one who rules the oceans. When their waves rise in fearful storms, you subdue them.” NLT
D. Presence – (vs. 26)

The disciples needed Jesus to do things; Jesus wanted them to trust Him.   
God does not promise exemption from the storm but protection through the storm.
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
